Tuition Fees

The Academy at Church Eleven32 utilizes FACTS Tuition Management for all of our
tuition payments and incidental billing. You will select your child’s tuition payment plan
when you fill out his/her online Enrollment Packet. You may choose to pay your tuition
annually, bi-annually, on a 9 month payment plan (Jul-March), or an 11 month payment
plan (July-May).

Payment is expected for all children enrolled, whether present or not. We do not adjust
your tuition if your child does not attend, nor will any refunds be given for missed days
due to inclement weather or iliness. Please remember that you are paying for the space
reserved for your child, not your child’s attendance.
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ACADEMY HIGH SCHOOL CO-OP
PROGRAM INFORMATION

The Academy at Church Eleven32 will be adding 9" Grade for the 2026-2027 school
year. 9" Grade, and the additional High School grades that will be added in the
coming years, will be operating on a co-op model. Students will have a hybrid
schedule, and will attend class in person T/W/Th, and have coursework to complete
at home on Mondays and Fridays. They will have a curriculum instructor for their
T/W/Th classes, as well as enrichment activities such as weekly prayer and
intercession, community service work with Dream Center Dallas, and helping set up
for 1132 YTH services. Parent partnership is expected on Mondays and Fridays to
ensure that the assigned coursework is completed. This co-op model will satisfy the
requirements for the 50% rule to participate in HSAA sports as well as other
homeschool elective opportunities. 9" and 10" Grade will continue to use BJU Press
Curriculum, and 11" and 12" Graders will become Colorado Christian University Dual
Enrollment students. Our students will have the opportunity to graduate high school
with both a High School Diploma as well as an Associates Degree.

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APPLICATION PROCESS

The Academy at Church Eleven32 is a Christ centered school that values partnership
with families. Our admissions process is designed to give you all the information you
need to make a decision about enrollment in our school, and to give us all the
information we need to determine how we can be of help to your child and your family.

Step 1. Attend an On-Site Tour
Our one-on-one tours are a time for parents to experience our facility, see a classroom
in action, and have all of their questions answered.

Step 2. Submit Online Enroliment Application

If you have decided that you're interested in joining the Academy, the next step is to fill
out our online application. There is a $50 fee to submit your application. If you have
multiple students, you will need to submit an application for each student.

Step 3. Submit Documents

Submit Documents to office@academyeleven32.com — Birth

Certificate, Immunization Records, and Previous School Records as well as any
additional educational or diaghostic testing results

Step 4. Individual Student Assessment

All of our incoming students take the KTEA-3 test which gives us an amazing overview
of where each student is at academically, in multiple different areas. After completing
your application, you will be contacted to schedule your student’s testing. There is a
$65 fee for testing. For incoming students in 3rd Grade - 9th Grade we will also ask for
standardized testing results and report cards from the previous school year to get a
good overall picture of where your student is at academically. We have found that
students who are performing at grade level or above grade level are most successful in
our Academy classroom environment. If a student tests below grade level they may be
denied admission, or accepted on a probationary basis.

Step 5. Family Interview Phone Call

Once your student has completed their testing, we will contact you to schedule a family
interview phone call. Family interviews are a great way for us to get to know potential
families, go over testing results, and walk you through what daily life looks like at the
Academy.

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Step 6: Admissions Decision and Online Enroliment Packet

Within 15 days of your family interview, we will contact you with our admissions
decision. If notified of acceptance, we will then open up your online enrollment
packet for you to fill out. At this time, you will pay the $500 new student enroliment
fee. Your student’s spot in class is fully secure once the online enrollment packet has
been completed in full.

ENROLLMENT

The Academy at Church Eleven32 enrollment is open first to members of Church
Eleven32, and then to the public. At least one parent must be a Bible believing Christian
to enroll their student in The Academy. If you are enrolled with a permanent position in
the current school year, you will have priority in enrolling the next school year. Our
currently enrolled families are given the opportunity to register their children for the
upcoming school year in January. At this time a new enrollment application must be
completed and payment plans selected. Enrollment is then opened up to the public on
February 1st on a first come, first serve basis. When classes are full, applicants will be
placed on a waiting list. Please note when creating our class lists we do not place
children in classes from parent request for teachers, friendships, etc.

WITHDRAWAL FROM SCHOOL

Parents wishing to withdraw a student must notify the Elementary Director in writing. A
parent/guardian is required to officially withdraw a student by signing a Parent
Authorization to Withdrawal Form. If a student withdraws from school, tuition and fees
for the entire school year are still required according to the terms of the signed Financial
Agreement Form.
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FINANCIAL INFORMATION

Enrollment Fee

An enrollment fee is charged each year and is due upon acceptance into The Academy,
or in June for current students. This fee covers the following costs: processing of
application, setting up permanent records for each student, as well as specific
classrooms supplies and curriculum. Enrollment fees are not refundable. Enrollment
fees will only be refunded if the student is being denied admittance, or if there is
documentation presented that a family is being relocated over a 50-mile radius away
from the school before the school year begins.

Fee)

Tuition

Tuition is paid online through FACTS and families can choose to pay in full, bi-annually,
on a 9 month payment plan (July-March) or an 11 month payment plan (July-May).
There is a 5% discount for paying the full year's tuition by July 15th. A sibling discount of
10% will apply on the second child enrolled. The 10% sibling discount cannot be stacked
on top of the 5% pay in full discount. FACTS Tuition Management charges a 2.85%
Service Fee for payments processed with a credit card. No fees are applied to payments
processed with a checking account or debit card.

Tuition does not include all costs which may be incurred by the family. Examples
of such costs: field trips, uniforms, and school supplies.

Delinquent Accounts

The Academy at Church Eleven32 reserves the right to terminate the attendance of any
student when payment of tuition is more than one month past due. If you have a special
situation regarding your income, please talk to the Elementary Director. Because the
school depends on tuition to operate, ALL parents must keep tuition current. The
following procedure is used in dealing with delinquent accounts.

Step 1: Tuition is due on the date of your individually selected tuition payment plan

Step 2: Tuition is late 10 days after payment due date

Step 3: You will receive a call from the Director to discuss payment arrangements if your
payment has not been received 10 days after your payment due date

In the event that payment is not received in full by the end of the month, the child(ren)
may be removed from the school unless parents make other arrangements in writing
with the business administrator. The terms and conditions for payment must be fully
and promptly met.
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DAILY POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

Curriculum

The Academy at Church Eleven32 is a Member School with The Association of Christian
Schools International (ACSI). Our small class sizes enable us to have plentiful one-on- one
time with each student as well as the ability to differentiate learning when necessary. Our
full Curriculum Guide can be found on our website at academyeleven32.com.

We use Science of Reading resources in Kindergarten-3rd Grade. We use a blend of
Amplify curriculum, Rooted in Reading, and BJU Press for our reading, phonics, and
English classes. Our reading curriculum has a strong phonics base which is beneficial for
the development of reading skills. In the younger grades we use phonics games, sight
words, and take home readers to encourage the development of strong readers. In our
older grades we read a variety of different texts, as well as perform novel studies together
as a class. We utilize BJU Press exclusively for English, Literature, Social Studies, Math,
and Science in 4th Grade-9th Grade.

Kindergarten - 3rd Grade uses a blend of BJU Press and Guided Math. Guided Math
enables us to use stations and math games to further grasp math concepts. We are firm
believers in using multiple different teaching strategies in the classroom, since each
student learns differently. The curriculum is designed to think about mathematical
relationships and concepts and to explore the “why” not just the “how”. 4th Grade - 9th
Grade uses BJU Press exclusively for math. BJU Press Math gives students a strong
mathematical foundation, and sets them up well for higher level high school math
courses.

Students at The Academy at Church Eleven32 receive instruction in various subject areas
that constitute a well balanced curriculum including Bible, language arts, mathematics,
science, social studies, physical education, music, art, computer literacy, STEM, Spanish,
and study skills. Please see our Curriculum Guide for more in depth information.

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DAILY POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

Peanut Free Classes

The Academy at Church Eleven32 will make a classroom peanut free if there is a specific
allergy in the classroom that requires it. Your child’s teacher will make that information
known at Meet the Teacher night.

Snacks
Parents must provide a nutritional snack to be served at snack time.

Lunch

The Academy at Church Eleven32 does not have a kitchen on site, and students will
need to bring a lunch from home each day, as well as a water bottle. Please note food
allergies on your enrollment form. Please send nutritious foods that do not need to be
heated or refrigerated. Send a prepared lunch that your child can handle easily. Follow
these simple rules when packing a lunch:

. We suggest that the lunch be made up of primarily finger foods that can be served
with little assistance.

. Pack any utensils needed in their lunch (i.e. spoon, fork).

. Please be sure your child’s name is on his lunch box, cup and all other containers.

We understand that children sometimes go through picky phases. Please do your best
to pack healthy and nutritious foods to fuel your child during the day. We now offer hot
lunch options on Tuesdays and Thursdays through a vendor called School Eatery. You

will receive the information to enroll in School Eatery at Meet the Teacher Night.

Supplies Needed

We will email a school supply list at the beginning of August. Parents will be instructed
to bring their child’s school supplies with them to Meet the Teacher night. All other
classroom supplies and textbooks will be provided.

Items To Bring To School:

. Backpack large enough to hold multiple items Lunch, snack, and water bottle Small
jacket or sweater for class time.

« Only Academy branded sweaters and sweatshirts may be worn in the classroom.
(Write your child’s name on all outerwear, as all Academy branded items look the
exact same.)

. Heavy jacket for walking in between buildings and for recess during cold weather
months.

« All necessary school supplies.
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DAILY POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

Toys

The Academy at Church Eleven32 cannot be responsible for lost or broken toys or games
brought from home so we ask that personal toys not be brought to school. From time to
time we will have “Show and Tell” days where it is appropriate for your child to bring one
of their favorite items to school.

Birthdays

We would love to share with you in celebrating your child’s birthday! Please inform your
child’s teacher at least two days ahead of time if you would like to provide a special treat.
We ask for two days notice so we can inform parents of children with food allergies and/or
dietary restrictions and give them an opportunity to send their child with an alternate
snack for that time.

Change of Address

A change of address or phone number should be reported immediately to the school
office. Change of employment or “in case of emergency contact” phone numbers should
also be reported immediately.

Confidentiality

The Academy at Church Eleven32 knows and understands the importance of trust
between parents and teachers/Directors. Our door is always open to you and we
encourage you to schedule a conference with the teacher or the Director should a
situation arise that needs to be discussed.

Homework Policy

The Academy at Church Eleven32 does assigh homework to students in every grade to
promote responsibility, parent involvement, and sharpening of student’s academic skills.
Homework may include nightly reading, at home skill practice, or work that was not
completed in class. Homework should not take the student more than 30 minutes to
complete. If homework is habitually not done/forgotten a parent/teacher conference may
be called.
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DAILY POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

Attendance Policy

The Academy at Church Eleven32 and Texas State Law require that students punctually
attend all scheduled classes in which they are enrolled. The Texas Education Code
requires that all students be in attendance for a minimum 90% of the scheduled school
days for the year. Failure to meet this attendance requirement may necessitate a student
being retained in his/her current grade level for the following year or jeopardize a
student’s continual enrollment. A student absent more than 18 days in a school year will
not meet the minimum attendance of 90%. The Academy at Church Eleven32 reserves
the right to review all cases of excessive absences.

Absences

Please call the school or email office@academyeleven32.com by 9:00am if your child is
going to be out of school and give the reason for their absence. Please provide a parent
note or Doctor’s note upon their return to school or the absence will be marked as
“unexcused”. Tardies and absences will be recorded in your child’s profile. If your child
has too many excused/unexcused absences a family meeting with the Director may be
necessary.

Absences are excused for the following reasons:

1.Legitimate illness

2.lliness in family that requires the student to be absent from school
3.Death or emergency in immediate family

4 Medical appointments

Any other absence will, unless approved by the administration two school days prior to
the absence, will be considered unexcused. Because of the educational importance of
class participation, students are strongly discouraged from class absences due to
trips or family vacations. If a student is habitually absent, a parent teacher conference
may be called. A compulsory attendance notification will be sent to the parent if a
student has unexcused absences on 10 or more days, or parts of days, within a six-
month period; or three days or parts of days during a four-week period.
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DAILY POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

Tardy Policy

Punctuality is an important part of academic success and personal responsibility.
Classes begin promptly at 8:00 AM, and students are expected to be in their seats,
ready to learn, at that time.

To support consistency and accountability, the following policy will be in effect:
. Tardy Definition: A student is considered tardy if they are not in their classroom and
seated by 8:00 AM.

. Consequences:
o 3 Unexcused Tardies = 1 Demerit
o 2 Demerits =1 Detention

Demerits and detentions will be communicated to parents through FACTS.

We value your partnership in helping students develop responsibility, respect for others’
time, and readiness to learn. Consistent attendance and punctuality set the tone for a
productive school day and reflect the standard of excellence we desire for our
community.
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DAILY POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

Early Pick Up

We will not have early pick up available during the last 30 mins of the school day. If
your child needs to be picked up early please communicate to the front desk in
advance, and provide a doctor’s note if applicable.

Make-Up Work

It is the responsibility of the student to make arrangements with the teacher about
work that was or will be missed during the absence. Parents must call the school office
by 9:00a.m. in order to pick up your child’s work on the day of his absence. A student
must make up his or her work in the same number of days missed unless special
permission has been granted by the teacher. If a test or other work was assigned while
the student was in school, the student must be prepared to take the test or turn in the
work on his or her return. In cases of emergency or extreme illness, the teacher may
allow additional days. If the student was absent when the test or assighment was
made, the teacher will allow for a rescheduling of the test or work.

Email/Class Dojo

Each teacher has a Class Dojo account and a school email account. Parents are
encouraged to communicate with the teachers through either Class Dojo or their
school email. Login information will be given for Class Dojo at Meet the Teacher Night.

Cell Phones/Electronic Devices

Students are not allowed to carry cell phones or electronic devices to school. This
includes smart watches and any device that can text, call, connect to the internet, take
pictures, or record. Violations of this policy will result in confiscation of the device. It
will only be returned to a parent after a parent, student and Elementary Director
conference. Please note: For safety reasons cell phone use is discouraged by parents
during carpool, drop-off and pick-up.

Textbooks
All textbooks are purchased by The Academy at Church Eleven32 and are considered
school property. The student will pay the cost of replacing lost or damaged textbooks.
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CONDUCT AND DISCIPLINE
MANAGEMENT

Student Conduct

Academy Students will be characterized by their kindness, compassion, soft heart,
desire to seek the Lord, love, selflessness, humility, gratefulness, longing to live a
righteous life, and their boldness to stand up for truth and what is right.

. All students are expected to honor the teaching faculty, staff, and each other.
Insubordination and disrespect will not be tolerated.

. Students are to speak life and not death - foul or unwholesome language will

be addressed.

. All students are expected to operate in self-control and excellence.

. Cell Phones and headphones are not permitted during school hours.

« We are called to build each other up - There will be zero tolerance for bullying.

. Language or actions that tear each other down is unacceptable.

. All students are expected to follow the Academy Uniform Policy and comply with
our dress code.

. To ensure an equitable learning environment for all students, chronic misbehavior,
constant disruptions, and lack of self-control will be addressed by school
leadership and may result in the student being unable to attend school at The
Academy.

Discipline

Each student in The Academy at Church Eleven32 is expected to behave in such a
manner as to reflect Christ and bring credit upon the student, the school, and the
home. The Apostle Paul, in Philippians 2: 2 - 5, wrote for Christians to " be like-minded
(with Christ), having the same love, being one in spirit and purpose. Do nothing out of
selfish ambition or vain conceit, but in humility consider others better than yourselves.
Each of you should look not only to your own interests, but also to the interests of
others. Your attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus.” It is our desire to
promote a high standard of personal conduct in our students. We believe the highest
pattern for Christian conduct is found in conforming to the image of Christ (Romans
8:29). Academy students are expected to conduct themselves according to the higher
standards of honor, integrity, purity, responsibility, and love towards his and her fellow
Christians.
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CONDUCT AND DISCIPLINE

Student Conduct

The Academy at Church Eleven32 chooses to encourage the development of positive
character qualities such as obedience, truthfulness, self control, diligence, patience,
fairness, goodness, compassion, initiative, and responsibility. Behavior requiring
discipline will be addressed by the teacher in charge. When efforts to correct the
problem prove unsuccessful, the teacher will request the involvement of parents. If the
teacher and the parent cannot resolve the problem, the administration will then
become involved. Behavior notifications (large and small) will be recorded as a demerit
on the student’'s FACTS profile and emailed in an official manner to both parents.
Discipline and punishment are not considered synonymous. Discipline is guidance and
direction toward acceptable behavior, which develops self-control in the child.
Remember, "No discipline seems pleasant at the time, but painful. Later on, however,
it produces a harvest of righteousness and peace for those who have been trained by
it." (Hebrews 12:12)

To operate in excellence the following behavior will not be tolerated:

. No student will be allowed to be disrespectful to a pastor, faculty member, or
administrator

« Students will not disrespect others and their property.

. Students will be expected to sit up straight in their chairs, and keep their hands to
themselves

. Students can be expelled if they are known to vape or use alcohol, tobacco, or
drugs. A drug or alcohol test can be requested of a student before being
readmitted into the school.

. Loose talk, gestures that are profane, unwholesome websites, magazines, books,
video games and comic books are not allowed in school or at school sponsored
events.

. Students will comply with all classroom rules set by the teacher.

. Itis a serious offense to cheat at The Academy at Church Eleven32. God expects
honesty, and so do we. Plagiarism or cheating is never acceptable, if a student
chooses this option he or she will receive a zero, may be suspended and the
offense will be noted on their student record. Parents will be notified.
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CONDUCT AND DISCIPLINE

« No student should sit at a teacher's desk without permission or enter grades into
FACTS, use a teacher’s cell phone, computer or personal belongings.

. Students should not sit on table tops, desktops or lean back in chairs.

. Fighting (or physical assault) at school or school sponsored events will result in a
minimum 1 day suspension or more and can lead to expulsion.

. Defacing or destroying school property is a serious offense. Disciplinary action will
be taken and restitution by the student will be made. Restitution could be in the
form of work detail, payment for damaged property, or when severe enough,
suspension or expulsion.

. The selling of any items is not permitted without first getting the permission of the
school administrator.

. Visitors are not allowed in the school building during school hours, unless
permission and visitor badge has been obtained from the school office.

. No firearms, weapons, or knives of any type are permitted on school property or at
school-sponsored events.

. Cell Phones and other personal electronic devices (including smart watches) are
not to be used during the school day. This includes any device that can text, call,
connect to the internet, take pictures, or record. Teachers may confiscate these
items and return them to the parent at the end of the day.

. Backpacks and bookbags may not have writing or logos on them that do not reflect
the values of a Christian school.

« Students will show respect for the school facilities, property, and equipment

. through their proper care and use.

. Students will show respect to the administration, faculty, staff, parents, visitors
and to fellow classmates.

. Students will be well groomed in appearance. Hair must be brushed, and uniforms
should be free from stains or holes.

. No books will be allowed to be brought from home. Only books that are in our
approved classroom libraries will be permitted on campus.

. Student behavior will never jeopardize another student's opportunity to learn.

CONDUCT AND DISCIPLINE

The Demerit System

Here at The Academy, we recognize that students will make mistakes. The demerit
system establishes procedures to curb inappropriate behavior and to avoid undue
punishment. Serious or chronic behavioral infractions are punishable by immediate
consequences, such as suspensions, and thus are not subject to the demerit system.
Students found to be in violation of certain school rules will be assigned demerits for
their misbehavior. Parents are to be notified if their child receives a demerit via a
FACTS email. The Academy’s policy is to assign a detention after receiving two
demerits in one grading period. In every classroom, the teacher has the authority for
instituting and enforcing his or her own class rules in addition to those unique to The
Academy.

The following school wide infractions will earn a demerit:

. Being a participant in any action that will distract from a learning atmosphere
(unnecessary noises, talking without permission, etc...)

« Sleepingin class

. Being out of dress code

. Refusing to keep his/her head up off the desktop

. Keeping others from doing assigned class work

. Refusing to pay proper attention to the teacher/staff/administration Not having
the materials needed for class including the proper textbook, laptop (if applicable),
paper, pencil, and other items required by the teacher.

. Unkind words or actions towards a classmate or a teacher (words like stupid, jerk,
hate, frick, etc.) will not be tolerated.

. Habitually keeping your workspace or locker messy
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CONDUCT AND DISCIPLINE

The following misconduct will automatically result in office referral:
. Profanity
. Racially insensitive talk
. Improper/unwholesome use of technology
. Fighting
. Insubordination to a teacher or other adult
. Cheating
« Bullying
« Vandalism/stealing
. Misconduct at school-sponsored events

Offenses that may result in withdrawal or expulsion:
. Violation of federal, state, and city laws.
. Activities that show disrespect for property or laws and violate Biblical and moral
codes of conduct.
. Frequent and repeated violation of any rules.

Activities that may result in student/principal conferences, parent-principal
conference, in-school suspension, home suspension or probation:

. Activities and attitudes that show lack of respect for authority.

. Frequent and repeated violation of classroom and school rules.

Any violation of rules such as minor disturbances in the classroom that prevent
classroom order and instruction can result in the following:
. Offense will result in additional work, academic loss of grade points, note sent
home, student/administrator conference, after school detention, and/or loss of
privileges.

Students may be placed on Disciplinary Probation for repeated violations,
consistent misbehavior, or any other reason deemed adequate by the
administration.
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CONDUCT AND DISCIPLINE

Explanation of Consequences:

Additional Work - Work assignments done before or after school

Loss of Privileges - Students may be asked to leave positions of responsibility and
leadership if responsibility and leadership is not demonstrated.

Note Home - A report of misconduct to be signed by a parent and returned the
following day

In-School Suspension - Student will be required to do all of their class assignments
and eat lunch in the principal’s office. Disciplinary probation is invoked when a
student is suspended for any reason.

Suspension - A student can be suspended for a maximum of five days and the
minimum of one. Zeros will be given in all classes when a student is out on suspension.
A parent/administrator conference will be required in order for a student to return to
class. A student who has been suspended will be on disciplinary probation for the
remainder of the school year.

Expulsion - Expulsion is recommended when it is apparent The Academy at Church
Eleven32 can no longer meet the needs of a student, or the student’s behavior is
preventing classroom instruction. Expulsion is also recommended for reasons cited
above and for unresolved academic or disciplinary probation, or failure to correct the
deficiencies specified in probationary admissions. When expulsion is recommended, a
date of withdrawal will be set and the withdrawal procedure followed. The expulsion
date may be immediate.

Detention - Detention is kept during lunch, recess, or specials. When an infraction of a
rule occurs, a student will receive a written detention slip from a teacher to take home
for a parent signature. If a student fails to have the detention notice signed by a parent
and brought back the next day, an additional day will be added for each day the notice
is not signed. The detention will be served on date that is issued on the slip (usually
the day after the slip is sent home).

Each classroom will have rules dealing with behavior in the following areas:

1. Following directions.

2. Raising hand to speak and waiting to be called upon.
3. Respecting others

4. Proper hall behavior

5. Demonstrating Christ-like behavior

6. Late or unfinished class work/homework

7. Preparation for class
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Each classroom in grades Kindergarten — 3rd Grade will follow the same order of
consequences:

1. Verbal warning.

2. Student loses 5-10 mins of recess or Specials.

3. Student will miss all of recess or Specials or has a time-out in class during
activity time, and a note will be sent home to parent.

4. Student sent to Elementary Director

The Academy at Church Eleven32 reserves the right to dismiss a child for
serious behavior problems, non-compliance with our policies, or non-payment of
fees. Written or verbal communication will be given before a dismissal notice is
issued. All necessary means will be pursued to resolve the problem before any
child is dismissed from the school.

Bullying

No student will be allowed to engage in any form of bullying or encourage
another in bullying. Bullying is unwanted, aggressive behavior among school
aged children that involves a real or perceived power imbalance. The behavior is
repeated, or has the potential to be repeated, over time. Bullying includes actions
such as making threats, spreading rumors, attacking someone physically or
verbally, and excluding someone from a group on purpose. (Stopbullying.gov)

The following actions in an ongoing form may be forms of bullying:

» Physical aggression-including hitting, punching, kicking

» Teasing or verbal abuse-including putdowns, insults, name calling or racial/
sexual remarks.

* Intentional exclusion from activities or friendship groups

* The setting up of humiliating experiences.

« Damaging a person’s property/possessions or taking them without permission
» Threatening gestures, actions or words

» Written/verbal/ electronic messages that contain threats, putdowns, gossip or
slandering

» Cyber bullying through Facebook, Twitter, Instagram or other electronic means

Dating Relationships
Dating relationships will not be allowed or encouraged at school. Students are
encouraged to be friends with everyone.

Medical Plan Procedures

If a child becomes ill while in our care, we will:

1. Contact the parent to pick up the child. The designated person responsible
for pick up will need to do so within one hour of the time called.

2. Care for the child apart from the other children.

3. Give appropriate attention and supervision until the parent picks the child
up.

4. Wash and sanitize the classroom if the child has diarrhea or vomiting.

If critical illness or injury requires immediate attention of a physician, we will:
1. Contact emergency medical services or take the child to the emergency
room.

2. Give the child first aid treatment or CPR when needed.

3. Contact the physician identified in the child’s record.

4. Contact the child’s parent.

5. Ensure supervision of all other children in the group.

Please make sure that we have ALL emergency phone numbers on file.

Please notify the Elementary Director if your child has been exposed to a
contagious illness such as chicken pox, pink eye, strep throat, head lice, or Hand
Foot Mouth. Informing the office helps us keep other parents aware of the
situation and lets them monitor their own children for early signs, which can lead
to a quicker diagnosis and recovery. If an outbreak occurs of a serious
contagious illness, we will post the outbreak, along with symptoms and treatment
recommendations.
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HEALTH AND WELLNESS

Sick Policy

At The Academy, we care deeply about the health and safety of all our students, staff,
and families. To help us maintain a safe and healthy learning environment, we ask
parents to carefully follow our sick policy.

Students should stay home if they have any of the following:

. Fever of 100.4°F or higher (students must be fever-free for at least 24 hours without
the use of fever-reducing medication before returning to school).

. Vomiting or diarrhea within the past 24 hours.

. Persistent or severe cough, sore throat, or difficulty breathing.

. Undiagnosed rash, skin infection, or contagious condition.

. Symptoms of pink eye (red, itchy, or draining eyes).

. Any illness that prevents them from fully participating in school activities.

If a student becomes ill at school:
. Parents/guardians will be contacted and are expected to pick up their child promptly.
. Students may rest in the office until they are able to go home.

Returning to school:
. Students may return after they have been symptom-free for at least 24 hours (without
medication), or with a doctor’s note clearing them to return.
. In cases of communicable illness (such as strep throat, flu, or pink eye), students
should have been on prescribed medication for at least 24 hours before returning.

Partnership with Parents:

We ask parents to help us by keeping children home when they are not feeling well and
communicating promptly with the school office about absences. By working together,
we can protect the health of all students and staff and keep our classrooms safe and
focused on learning.
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HEALTH AND WELLNESS

Procedure for Dispensing Medication
If your child needs medications administered at school, the following conditions
must be met:

. Prescription medication will be accepted only if it is in the original
container and hasn't reached its expiration date.

. Non-prescription medication may only be administered by following the
manufacturer’'s recommendation on the label. Medication must be in the original
container and accompanied with a copy of the information given to
you by the pharmacy.

. Before any prescription or non-prescription medication can be
administered, including sunscreen and insect repellant, we must have
permission in writing by the child’s parent or guardian. Please fill out the
Medication Form at the front desk and enter instructions into the
Medications Log. Please bring a copy of the information given to you by
the pharmacy if applicable.

. Medication will need to be picked up after the last date that the medication
is administered.

Please do not send medicine in your child’s backpack.

Accident/Incident Report

Normal bumps and bruises will occur as a child is learning to develop new skills

and his/her curiosity and courage increases. However, incidents in which first aid
(cuts, scrapes, etc.) was administered will be documented in FACTS (“Accident/
Incident”) and emailed to the parents, or a message will be sent home on CLass Dojo.

Hand Washing

Children and staff will wash hands with antibacterial soap and warm water
several times throughout the day in order to prevent the spreading of germs
which could lead to illnesses or communicable diseases.

Labeling
Please make sure everything your child brings is clearly labeled with their name.This
includes backpacks, lunches, coats, hats, cups, water bottles, etc.
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Immunization Records

The child's immunization record must be kept current at all times. If your child
goes to the physician and receives another required immunization, you must
resubmit the most current records. Your child must have a current immunization
record or notarized State of Texas Affidavit of Exemption in order to begin class.
Please contact the Elementary Director if you have any questions regarding this

policy.

Hearing and Vision

The Special Senses and Communication Disorders Act, Texas Health and Safety
Code requires a screening or a professional examination for possible vision and

hearing problems for children in Kindergarten. Most pediatricians will perform a
hearing and vision screening at your child’s well check, just be sure to request it.

SAFETY PROCEDURES

Entering the Building

For safety reasons, please drop off your child in the designated drop off loop at
each building. We ask that nobody besides the student exits the vehicle in

the carpool line. Please make sure that your student is able to exit the vehicle
on the passenger side for safety reasons. Please be mindful that any student
entering the classroom after 8:00am will be marked tardy. The doors will be
locked for safety at 8:10am. Please walk your child into the front office to check
in if you arrive after 8:10am. The front office will then escort your child to class.

Arrival Time
Children are to arrive no earlier that 7:50 AM and be picked up by 3:00 PM. All
children need to be in class at 8:00am or they will be considered tardy.

Dismissal Time

The Academy at Church Eleven32 dismisses for the day at 3:00 PM. Picking up
your child on time should be top priority. Late fees may be applied in cases of
habitual tardiness. Children will be picked up from school using the carpool line in
front of the building.

The Academy at Church Eleven32 will only allow individuals the parent
authorizes to pick up the child. The authorized individual must check in with the
child’s teacher, and must have picture identification (i.e.: driver’s license). If a
parent has sole custody, a copy of the court order MUST be on file in the office
showing the other parent is legally NOT authorized to pick up the child. The
parent or authorized individual must sign the child out of his/her classroom.
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Emergency Procedures
Parents are responsible for keeping current emergency numbers on file at the
school. Please keep these records current.

In an emergency, The Academy at Church Eleven32’s first responsibility is the
safety of the children. They will be moved to a designated safe area where staff
members will supervise them until their parents are notified. In order to assure
that our school is a safe place for all children, we have adopted the following
policies and procedures:

1. Staff members are responsible for the children in their care at all times.

2. An emergency evacuation plan for fire and severe weather is posted in

each classroom.

3. The Academy at Church Eleven32 has a fire drill every month and severe
weather and lockdown drills every three months.

4. The Academy at Church Eleven32 will follow all directions required by the
Allen Fire Dept. regarding appropriate evacuation procedures.

5. The Elementary Director will be responsible for calling the appropriate
emergency personnel. Our Facilities Operator will turn off any needed gas,
electricity or water lines.

Parents may obtain a copy of the Emergency Preparedness Plan from the
Director.

Relocation Plan

In the event of an emergency requiring evacuation of our building we will take all
children and staff to the parking lot at Lowery Freshman Center, 612
Pebblebrook Dr, Allen, TX 75002. Each teacher will be responsible for bringing
medical release forms, parent contact information and student roster. Children
will walk next door and the teachers will take a head count before leaving our
building and upon arrival at Lowery Freshman Center. Staff cell phones will be
used to contact parents.

Bad Weather

If Allen ISD is not in session due to inclement weather, The Academy at Church
Eleven32 will NOT have school that day. If Allen ISD has a delayed start of 2
hours then The Academy at Church Eleven32 will have a delayed start of 2 hours
as well. You can check online at allenisd.org or the Allen ISD Facebook page to
see the status of school closures. The Director will also send out a mass email
notifying of our closing. We will not refund tuition on school closings or delayed
starts.
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Reporting Child Abuse

Texas State Law and Licensing requires us to report immediately to the police or
Child Protective Services (CPS) any instance where there is reason to suspect
an occurrence of physical, sexual, or emotional child abuse. Our staff receives
annual training on recognizing and preventing abuse and neglect. The staff may
not notify parents when the police or CPS is called about possible child abuse,
neglect, or exploitation, except on the recommendation of CPS or the police
when they are called. If you suspect a child is being abused or neglected, please
report it by calling the Texas Abuse and Neglect hotline at 1-800-252-5400. The
website is www.dfps.state.tx.us. Parents may obtain a copy of the Child Safety
Policy from The Academy at Church Eleven32 Director.

MISCELLANEOUS

Withdrawal/Dismissal

The Academy at Church Eleven32 has financial and contractual agreements with
faculty, staff, vendors, etc., which are made before the beginning of each school
year. These obligations and commitments require The Academy to mandate that
all families commit financially for the entire school year. Therefore, we do not
offer a refund on any tuition and/or fees for any reason including but not limited
to: job relocation, change in parents’ decision for student to attend, etc. If for any
reason an enrolled student fails to attend or to continue in attendance at The
Academy for the contracted school year, 100% of the tuition is still due and will
be paid in full.

The Academy at Church Eleven32 reserves the right to dismiss a child for
serious behavior problems, non-compliance with our policies, or non-payment of
fees. Written or verbal communication will be given before a dismissal notice is
issued. All necessary means will be pursued to resolve the problem before any
child is dismissed from the program.

Parent Information Changes

Anytime there is a change of address, email address or telephone number at
home, work or cell, the parent needs to notify The Academy at Church Eleven32
immediately. Any change of information on the child’s original paperwork must be
done by the parent only.
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Parent Notifications

Open communication with parents is very important to a child’s success. The
Academy at Church Eleven32 has multiple ways of communicating with parents.

In some situations, parents may be asked to sign documents acknowledging that
communication has taken place. Listed are ways that The Academy at Church
Eleven32 may communicate with parents: email notifications, through our online
school information system (FACTS), Class Dojo, written memos placed in your child’s
folder, verbal communication with the child’s teacher and/or director, and phone calls.

Parent Involvement

We encourage parent involvement and have provided a form in your child’s
Enroliment Packet to let us know what areas interest you. Please notify the front
desk if you would like to help in an area that is not listed. Every parent volunteer
will need to submit a background check before being allowed in the classroom for
an extended period of time.

High School Vision

It has always been our desire to continue adding one grade level per year all the way until
12th Grade. As we have prayed through that decision, we have decided that we will
continue adding High School grades one year at a time, but it will look a little different
than the younger grade levels. For grades 9-12 we will launch Church Eleven32 High
School Co-Op! Our High School Co-Op will meet in person Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and
Thursdays. During their in person days students will be involved many activities that
include corporate prayer times, ELC/LeadNow classes, volunteer work at the
DreamCenter, and study hall hours with our High School Tutor. 9th-10th Grade students
will continue using BJU Press curriculum for all major subjects, and 11th-12th Grade
students will take all dual enrollment classes through Colorado Christian University.

In an
effort to provide clear uniform guidelines for our Upper School students, as well as
make sure they feel confident and comfortable, the following pant options may be worn
in addition to the French Toast skirts. Girls uniform skirts and polos must still be
purchased through our French Toast online school store. 4th Grade through 8th Grade
girls may also wear black or khaki pants from the uniform line at Old Navy or Children’s
Place, as well as black flares or black wide leg trouser material pants. No denim is
allowed, and no cotton leggings (except when worn under skirts). If your student
chooses to wear the black flare legging route, please keep shirt length in mind. During
the colder months black, grey, or white leggings or tights may be worn under dresses
and skirts and must be free from rips or tears.
